Solar Panels

Step1 Starting with the pallet the hardware was delivered on,
place apiece of cardboard on the pallet to prevent the solar
panels fromfalling through.

Step 2 Placethesolarpanelsfacetoface with aprotective
layer of cardboard orbubble wrap between them.

Step3 Usingthetwo 115” buckle straps, secure the panelsto
eitherside of the upright wooden structure.
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Step4 Useziptiestosecurecablestothemselves.

Step5 Stackbracketsaccordingto theirsize and secure
togetherwithzip ties.

Step 6 Attachbracketstotheupright woodenstructure with
zip ties. Ensure they’re secured on the side with the cardboard
so they don’t slip through the pallet.

Step1 Placebrackethardwareinside the battery enclosure.
Step2 Placethebatteryenclosurelogoup andcenteredon

the opposite side of the panels. Ensure the battery enclosure
doesnothangoverthe edge of the pallet.

Step3 Usingthetwo105” buckle straps, secure the
battery enclosure to the pallet with the straps going vertically
across the top.

Step4 Place onebattery oneachside of the battery
enclosure and secure them with the two 80” buckle straps

going vertically across the tops.

Step5 Securethebattery enclosure and batteries with the
145” buckle strap going horizontally across the tops.

Cameras Leasing Return Guide to pack the camera, pole or
wall mounting hardware, and any accessories securely into the
hard case.

Step7 Placethehardcaseontothe palletagainst solarpanels.

Step 8 Useonel40” buckle strap to secure the hard case to
the upright wooden structure and the other140” buckle strap to
secure the hard case to the bottom of the pallet.

Step3 Placetwo batteries oneachside of the battery
enclosure and secure them with the two 110” buckle straps going
vertically across the tops.

145” buckle straps going horizontally across the tops. Thread
the straps through the mounting slots onthe battery enclosure
for extra security.

Step5 Followtheinstructionsinthe 110V and Solar
Cameras Leasing Return Guide to pack the camera, pole or
wall mounting hardware, and any accessories securely into the
hard case.

Step 6 Placethehardcase ontop of the battery enclosure
anduse one 145” buckle strap to secure the hard case to the
uprightwooden structure.
