Step 3 Remove the horn and cameras from the unit by 
loosening the wing nuts off the mounting studs. Store the wing 
nuts in the provided plastic bag

Step 4 Using a microfiber cloth, dry off all equipment 
thoroughly to avoid water damage while in transit. Ensure all 
equipment is completely dry before placing inside the hard 
case.
